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DAY 1 - Arrival in Costa Rica, San Jose, Arenal

Arrival in Paradise: San José, Juan Santamaria International Airport (SJO)

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DAY 2 - Arenal, Hanging Bridges, Fortuna Waterfall, Arenal Hike,
Hot Springs

Overnight at Arenal area
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DAY 3 - Rio Celeste

Breakfast at the hotel.

Immerse yourself in the mystical beauty of Rio Celeste. Today, prepare for an unforgettable journey
into the heart of Costa Rica’s lush tropical rainforest, where you’ll uncover one of the country’s most
enchanting secrets. This is your chance to connect deeply with nature, surrounded by vibrant wildlife
and breathtaking scenery.

Embark on a 4 hour walk/hike along a picturesque 7 kilometer (4-mile) trail that winds through the
verdant rainforest. Along the way, marvel at stunning natural landmarks, including the serene
Lagoon of Rio Celeste, a perfect spot to capture postcard-worthy photos.

One of the trail’s most magical stops is Los Tefnideros, where two crystal-clear streams meet in a
spellbinding alchemy of minerals, creating the river’s signature heavenly turquoise hue. It’s a
phenomenon that feels nothing short of otherworldly.

Conclude your adventure with a descent to the magnificent Rio Celeste Waterfall, where the vibrant
blue waters cascade into a pristine pool below. This awe-inspiring sight is a highlight of the journey
and an unforgettable encounter with Costa Rica’s natural wonders.

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DAY 4 - Monteverde, Crocodile tour, Manuel Antonio

Breakfast at the hotel.

Check out of the hotel. Depart to the Central Pacific coast home to the idyllic paradise of Manuel
Antonio. This lush haven is famed for its pristine white-grey beaches, kissed by the turquoise waves
of the Pacific and framed by rolling emerald-green hills draped in tropical forests.

Your route takes you through the world-renowned Monteverde region, one of the planet’s most
captivating rainforests. Along the way, enjoy a thrilling crocodile tour on the Tarcoles River, a vital
waterway that feeds into the Nicoya Peninsula. The river is a sanctuary for one of the largest wild
crocodile populations on Earth, where you might spot individuals reaching up to 15 feet long! Your
journey also promises sightings of over 50 bird species, including the elusive scarlet macaw,
alongside vibrant iguanas and the agile Jesus Cristo lizards, known for their ability to "walk" on
water.

Guided by a knowledgeable bilingual naturalist, you'll gain fascinating insights into the crocodiles, the
surrounding wildlife, and the stunning environment they call home. As the boat ventures downstream,
you’ll drift into the mystical Estero Guacalillo, a captivating mangrove ecosystem. Here, four species
of mangrove trees thrive, creating a serene habitat teeming with unique birds and wildlife—a
photographer’s dream.

By evening, arrive at the Shana Hotel (or similar) in the Manuel Antonio National Park area. Relax
and savor the tropical ambiance after a scenic journey that’s as thrilling as it is beautiful.

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DAY 5 - Manuel Antonio National Park, ATV

Breakfast at the hotel.
